So
far, 4,210 land owners have gi-
ven theirconsent out of the to-
tal 5,928, fulfilling the criteria
of T1% consent mandatory for
the acquisition.

As per the provisions of
Right to Fair Compensation
and Transparency in Land Ac-
quisition, Rehabilitation and
Resettlement Act, 2013, the
consent of 70% land holders is
mandatory for acquisition,

te, Jewar, the administration
hasarrived at the final tally of
5,926 land owners afler remo-
ving all anomalies like multi-
ple land holdings by single in-
dividual. There were a total of
8,300 plots, including residen-
tial and farming land, he said.

Some farmers have multiple
holdings in different villages.
For example, Bhagwan Singh,
pradhan of Rohi village, has
plots measuring a total of 20
acres in neighbouring villa-
ges. “Thus,atotal of 5,926 fami-
lies are giving up 8,300 plots,

which are called project-affec-
ted families. Inaddition tothis,
there are some people who ha-
vefarm land, but they donot li-
ve in the area. They are also
project-affected families, but
they won't be displaced. The
land acquisition Act seeks
mandatory consent from 70%
alfected families,” he said.
Shailendra Bhatia, OSD,
Yamuna Authority, said the go-
vernment would acquire 1,334
hectare land—9%4 hectare go

vernment and 1240 hectare
owned by farmers—for the
first phaseof the project

Since the gover nment is ac-
quiring mostly farming land,
only 1,775 families would be
displaced, he said.

The district magistrate
will soon besending a report to
the state government, follo-
wing which a government or-
der (GO) under Section 11 of
Land Aoquisition, Rehabilita-
tionand Resettlement Act, 2013
is likely to be issued. Nearly
three months are required to
complete the process of land
acquisition. “ willtrytosenda
report to the government as
early as possibile, definitely
this month. After that it will be
the state government’s call to
issue directives for land acqu-
istion,” district magistrate BN
Singhsaid.

The DM has appointed de-
puty tehsildar, Jewar, Abhay

Kumar Singh as the nodal offi-
cer for the work.

Jewar MLA Dhirendra
Singh said the youth in the
areawould get gainful employ-
ment after getting necessary
skill training.

“1775 families will be reha-
bilitated from six villages of
Rohi, Ranehra, Dayantpur,
Banwariwas, Kishorepur and
Parchi. Out of these, Rohi vil-
lage will be completely taken
over, along with 10% of Kisho-
repur village and nearly all of
Dayantpur,” said Singh.

CEO, YEIDA, Arun Vir
Singh told TOI that the magic
numberof 4210came after Fri-
day’s achievement of 4008land
owners agreeing to giveupthe-
ir land. “To make it to 70%, we
needed a figure of 4,149, But
with 202 farmers coming on
board, the figure is 4210, which
is 71 % consent as of today,” the
CEOsaid.
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
