OPENING SOON GDA requests chief minister to inaugurate 10.3km elevated road, Ghaziabad's first

GHAZIABAD: The state environ-
mentimpact assessment author-
ity (SEIAA) on Friday awarded
the much-awaited environment
clearance to Hindon elevated
road. With this, the road can be
thrown open to the public. Offi-
cials said that they have urged
the chiefminister to inaugurate
the 10.3km-long road.

With the environmental and
legal hurdles over, the commut-
erswill be able to get asignal-free
connectivity to Delhi border.
The project will serve as a six-
lane, signal-free bypass for those
travelling to Delhi from Ghazia-
badand western UP areas. Once
operational, commuters will be
able todrive down from Ghazia-
badto the East Delhi border in 15
minutes while maintaining the
permissible speed of 30kmph.

The road, which is built on 228
pillars apart from the ground
surface near Raj Nagar Exten-
sion, willalso be a boon to travel-
lers who willland at the Hindon
airbase once regional flights
commenceoperation from under
the regional connectivity
scheme. The road ends 1.5km
away from the airbase.

“With the grant of environ-
mental clearance, all hurdles
have been removed. We have
requested the UP CM toinaugu-
rate the project. A decision is
expected soon. The remaining
work on rotaries, especially at
Vasundhara, isbeingexpedited
and will be complete by end of
May,” GDA vice-chairperson
Ritu Maheshwarisaid.

Work for rotary on the CISF
Road at Vasundhara was
delayed and may lead to conges-
tionup toNH-24 once the road is
opened. “We are going to hold a
meeting to chalk out a traffic

The work was delayed due to
several factors, including shift-
ing of high power transmission
lines, delayed construction of a
rail overbridge near Vasund-
hara, andlitigation with obtain-
inganenvironmental clearance.

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GHAZIABAD: The Central Public
‘Works Department (CPWD)offi-
cials have said it is feasible to
construct the 2.5km elevated
road on GT Road, the Ghaziabad
development authority (GDA)
officials saidon Friday.

The authority had engaged
the CPWD tostudy the feasibil-
ity of building an elevated road
on GT Road, and give cost esti-
mates of other infrastructure
projects in Ghaziabad.

Authority's chief engineer
VN Singh said that CPWD has
found it feasible to construct a
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second elevated road of 2.5kmin
Ghaziabad from Ghanta Ghar to
the GT Road. The stretch is
highly congested and is flanked
by hundreds of commercial
establishments.

“CPWD officials have found
the project feasible and have
asked for funds from GDA for
the survey. Further, a detailed
project report (DPR) will be pre-
pared. The cost of the project
will be estimated later. During
the meeting on Friday, they sub-
mitted plans and designs of the
other projects as well,” author-
ity'schiefengineer said.

CPWD has also submitted a
plan for revamping three
entrance gates—Ghanta Ghar,
Dasna Gate and Delhi Gate—to
the old Ghaziabad city.
