GREATER NOIDA: The Yamuna
Expressway Industrial Devel-
opment Authority (YEIDA) has
decided to conducta feasibility
study for setting up a 39km
Metrolink to provide connectiv-
ity to the upcoming interna-
tlonal airport in Jewar.

A Metro link has been pro-
posed between Greater Nolda's
Pari Chowk and the site of the
proposad international alrport,
along the 185km Yamuna
Expressway.

In January 2014, the YEIDA
had proposed a Metro link to
connect the urban and rural
areaslocated alongthe Yamuna
Expressway that connects
Greater Nolda and Agra. How-
ever, there was no progress in
thisregard.

In 2015, the authority had
tried to restart work on the
project but the proposal was
declared tobeunfeasible.

“The Delhi MetroRail Corpo-
ration(DMRC) had, at that polnt
in time, said the project wasnot
feasible due to low population
density along the expressway.
Thesituation haschanged now
after work on Jewar interna-
tlonal airport has been put on
fast-track. Therefore, we have

Greater Noida: The Yamu-
na Expressway Industrial
Development Authority (YE-
IDA) board has decided to
approach the National Capi-
tal Region Transport Corpo-
ration to study ways to con-
nect Delhi’s IGI Airport with
the proposed Jewar airport
in Greater Noida.

“A direct link is needed
between thetwoairportsand
we had taken up this matter
with the board. The YEIDA
board has given a go-ahead
for appointing the NCRTC or
any other consultant to con-
ductastudy andsee whatthis
link should be — whether a
rapid rail, underground met-
ro, highway, mass transport
system or somethingelse. As
of now, it takes around two
hours to drive between IGI
airport and Jewan” said
Prabhat Kumar, YEIDA cha-
irman. “Once we have the
study in place, we will move
forward on this,” headded.

The board has also deci-
ded to get a fresh feasibility
report prepared by the Delhi
Metro Rail Corporation
(DMRC)for aproposed Metro
link between Greater Noida
and the airport project in Je-
war. “We have decided to ur-
ge the DMRC to prepare a
fresh techno-economical fea-
sibility report (TEFR) and a
detailed project report for

“The proposed line is ex-
pected to not only provide a
fast link between the two
townships of Greater Noida
and the YEIDA area but also
bring these places closer to
the national capital by boos-
ting connectivity,” he said.
“The final alignment will,
however, depend on the feasi-
bility and the TEFR.”

The corridor had been
first proposed in February
2014and again in June 2015 by
the YEIDA board. In June
2016, DMRC had told YEIDA
that it was too early to prepa-
re a TEFR for the proposed
corridor and suggested it be
doneafterfive years.

“However, in order to pro-
vide connectivity tothe urba-
nising YEIDA area and the
sanctioned airport, we have
once again decided to revive
theproject,” Kumarsaid.

57 hectares to be
given to NHAI

for e-way project

Greater Noida: The YEIDA
board has agreed to hand
over 57 hectares to the Natio-
nal Highways Authority of
India for a cloverleaf at the
interchange where the Eas-
tern Peripheral Expressway
crosses over the Yamuna Ex-
pressway, in an attempt to
provide maximum connecti-
vity to the proposed airport
at Jewar.

The land is required by
the NHAI for constructing
the interchange at kilometre
9onthe Yamuna Expressway.
A cloverleaf interchangeisa
two-level interchange in
which left turns are handled
byramp roads.

Accordingtoofficials, the
land has been identified at
Jaganpur-Afzalpur area and
is expected to cost YEIDA Rs
161 crore. YEIDA had so far
not agreed to give the land to
the NHAI for free, saying it
had acquired it from farmers
after paying them an additio-
nal compensation of 64.7%.
Inanattempttobreak theim-
passe, YEIDA chairman

Prabhat Kumar had in No-
vember last year directed
that theland bere-evaluated.

“The YEIDA board has
now given the go-ahead for
handing over the land requi-
red to connect the two e-wa-
ys,” Kumar said. “However,
it will be given on the condi-
tion that the NHAI will have
tobear any additional cost.”

“The aim is to provide
maximum connectivity to
the upcoming airport at Je-
warfromnumerousplacesin
the NCR. We also intend to
provide access to our allotte-
es,” he said. “We will rope in
the concessionaire for poo-
ling inresources.”

The EPE project has been
envisaged to facilitate a smo-
oth ride in the cities of Gha-
ziabad, Greater Noida, Soni-
pat, Faridabad and Palwal,
as well as to de-congest Del-
hi’s roads. Once complete, it
islikely to takeat least 70,000-
80,000 vehicles off the Delhi
roads. Itisalsolikely to bene-
fit Uttar Pradesh and Harya-
naby openingup hinterlands
for developing commercial
areas and townships along
the expressways.
