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Now, take aflight
from Ghaziabad
by February-end

GHAZIABAD: Residents of the
National Capital Region will, in
all probability, be able to take a
flight from Ghaziabad by end of
the next month. Officials of the
Airports Authority of India (AAI)
on Thursday said that the project
of civil terminal facilities for
operation of the regional flights
from Hindon airbase is likely to
becompleted by mid-February as
60% of the workis already over.

“We are working round-the-
clock for the development of the
terminal facilities and hope to
February. We are now working
ontheconstructionoftheroadto
theairbase, power house of 11KV
capacity and also parking area
that can accommodate 110 cars.
Theterminalfacility willbeable
toaccommodate 300inboundand
outbound passengers per day,”
an AAI official said, requesting
anonymity.

According to officials, the
worksforadditional facilitieslike
parkingareamay consumemore
timebutthe terminal facility may
getago-aheadforinaugurationin
February.

The terminal facilities are
being developed over an area of
12,000 square metres for which
the land has already been pro-
curedfromlocalfarmersand UP
Avas Vikas Parishad. A major
portionofthearea—about 7,150
squaremetre—willbedeveloped
as green area. AAl officials said
that they have also raised a
demand for provision of 30 kilo
litres of water per day from the
municipal corporation for the
purpose.

Thefacility iscomingupat Sik-
andarpur near Hindon airbase
and willhave an entry/exitarea
for passengers tomovetotheair-
base whose runway has to be
used for regional flights.

“Wehave
completed the construction of 600
metreofthe680 metre connecting
road for the project. We are still
waitingfor temperaturetoriseso
that the black topping of the
approachroad canbe completed.
Weareexpectingthe work toget
complete by end of January or
